The 4 Distinctives of the Early Church Acts 2:40-47 
A Studying/Teaching Church and a Fellowshipping Church 
 
I.  First distinctive: studying/teaching church Acts 2:42 

1. Continued – to be strong towards – give dedication/devotion to the 

Apostles DOCTRINE 

2. To LEARN the teachings of God we have to STUDY the teachings of 

God!   Hosea 4:6 – 

 
The POWER to LIVE comes from your KNOWLEDGE of the Word 
energized by the Holy Spirit! 
 
We DO NOT need to be entertained – wowed – knocked off your rocker 
– woken up – WHAT we need is to study and be TAUGHT the WORD! 
 
I Timothy 4:16  

3. Take heed – keep a close watch 

4. CONTINUE in doctrine – Stay over – persevere in doctrine! 

 
If you want to know how to deal with _____________ then get your 
head/heart in the Word of God – find out what He says then hunker 
down – stay over on it until it leaks out in how you live 
 
II. Second distinctive: They were a fellowshipping church 
NT definitions: Koinonia Partnership participation – having common, all 
sharing in. 
Joint participation in things held common 

1. Worldly partnership – you scratch my back, I’ll scratch yours 

- I will do for you as long as you do for me 

- What can I get out of this relationship 

2. Christ centered partnership –  

- spirit of generous giving contrasted to selfish getting 

- and the giving is based on the common bond – Christ! 

 
Acts 2:44-45 – “all things in common” 
Acts 4:32-37 – “they had everything in common” 

- One heart 

- One soul 

- This was not a selling out and living in a commune!  They held 

on to one another so tightly they did not need to hold on to 

THIER STUFF!
