Introduction to Nehemiah Nehemiah 1:1-3 

 

I. Creekside and the future 

- What is important to God MUST be important to us! 

• Our priorities, resources, intentions must ALIGN with the 

heart of God 

• When they are not, we must expect correction from God 

1. Bible based 

2. Spirit led 

 

- We cannot relax or stand still 

• When we relax/stop, we fail in aligning with God
