(8) We must be a people who make the Presence of God our top priority
- When we come together, remember this is about Him and not us

- Ex. 40 Moses built the tabernacle; Il Chronicles 3-5 — Solomon built the
temple

- Butthese were just buildings without the presence of God Il Chron 7:12

- Colossians 1:15-20

- Our focus here must be all on God

(9) We must be people of integrity not hypocrisy
- Integrity is the opposite of hypocrisy

o Integrity seeks to do what is right even when it makes us look bad
o Hypocrisy always wants to look good even when we don’t!
- Psalm 119:1-7

(10) We must be a people who recognizes destructive sin and deals with it
- When sin is undealt with it will spread

- | Corinthians 5:1-7 — There is sin in the church!
