Introduction: There were 4 distinctives that defined the uniqueness of the
church. 1. Doctrine (teachings) 2. Fellowship 3. Worship 4. Prayer
Are we this kind of Church?

- Ultimately everyone of us must see that we as an individual are the

There was something different that set the early church apart  Acts 1:4-11

- The distinctives - The source of these was the gospel and the Holy Spirit
So our first lesson on the distinctives is that it begins with a genuine

Distinctive #1 : DOCTRINE - They were a studying/teaching church Acts 2:42
- Continued —to be strong towards — give dedication/devotion
- Doctrine simply means the teachings of God
