Globally 
Christians in North Eastern India have died, many churches burned down in 
a series of attacks on Christian villages in the mountainous state of  Manipur, 
northcentral India. “Thousands of people have evacuated to neighbouring 
states, internet is blacked out, military orders are to shoot on sight”. Many  
Christians’ homes have been destroyed by the Meiteis (Hindus) MNN 5/23

entrepreneurial training, trauma counselling, helping vulnerable children (DR Congo), 
accessing education and medical supplies in Lebanon.
