He robbed Himself with Flesh
- John 1:14
     o Dwelt among us
     o We beheld Him
          � 1 John 1:1
- Galatians 4:4
     o Fullness of time
     o Sent forth His Son - Deity of Jesus
     o Born of a woman under the law - The humanity of Jesus

Why this incarnation? Why come in the flesh?
- There is a myriad of theological reasons why He came in the
flesh – we will focus on 2 of the more practical reasons

1. He did it so He could sympathize with us
     - Hebrews 4:14-16
     - He can sympathize with us – to share with us
     - Not feeling sorry but a feeling of your sorrow
     - He enters into our difficulties with us
2. He did it because He had to die as one of us
     - A body that could suffer – nails, sword, fist, thorns, spit
     - He had to have flesh – something with which to die
          o So that He could die for our sins
          o If he had not died we would not have had grace upon grace!
          o If He had not died we would only have judgement

Christmas is the beginning of the Gospel

     - If you are have you celebrated the wonder of the incarnation?
